OUR ANSWER TO THIS QUESTION AS
Christians is rooted in our faith. Scripture teaches
in Psalm 24:1 the earth is the LORD's and
everything in it, the world and all who live in it.
But the reality remains that while God is seldom
thanked for the continual flow of good things, and
is not seen as the one who governs order needed to
survive and hold back many catastrophes, He is
blamed" when by His Almighty" Hand He

allows" disasters in which innocent lives are lost.

The greater aspect of our response to disasters is
that our response to these crises tells us more

about ourselves than it does about God. If our
response to every disaster is to blame God, then we
will remain hopeless and in fear of the next crisis.
The answer that avoids blame is known by faith in
a loving God who in Christ saved us from the great
tragedy of sin and gives hope that cannot be
shattered by disaster.

So how do we respond?” We must be willing to see
events like earthquakes and hurricanes and
lightning and tornados that cause devastation and
death, as tragedies that must be responded to by
human beings. First," we respond with shock and
sadness. Second, we respond with care and respect
since they, like us, are made in the image of

God," and need help. Third, we can ask God to
ensure that aid gets to the needy, that criminal
activity is held back, that we help rebuild a more
stable city, and that the people of Haiti, and the
whole world see the" Almighty Hand of God's
grace at work.

And my
focus needs to be on those I will be
serving, on loving them and
supporting them in their di( cult
period of adjustment living and
studying in a new country. A devotion
I read for Thanksgiving said that as we
thank Him for what He had done, we
are able to see more and more of His
glorious riches. Thus a life of
thankfulness becomes a life filled with
miracles. I'm going to need them!

Being facilitator for the “Training
Region™" as we are called, means
helping people in their first years in a
new country, which can have a huge
impact on how e' ective their future
work will be.

INDIA HAS BEEN THE LAND OF

Hinduism and the caste system. There are four
major castes, Brahmins $he Priestly group%
Kshetriah ¥ings, the rulers%Vaisiah $he Business
group%nd Sudra &he Servants of the above three%
According to the anthropological survey of India
there are 4,635 groups of people, except the four,
the remainder are called Avarnas; the lowest level
was called the Untouchables. They represent
almost 30) of the Indian population, which is
more than a billion today. The then Untouchables
are known as the Dalits of India today. They are
socially, economically, educationally and even
spiritually discriminated and marginalized for
centuries. The Indian history says that the Dalits
were the people of the land before the coming of
Aryans be 500 B.C.

The Untouchables were treated as slaves. They
were sold in the markets. They were not allowed to
walk on the street $f they wanted to walk, they
would have to make a cry, saying that Oh! Master
make your own way, I am the wretched coming &
even their shadows should not cross a person of a
higher caste%and were not allowed to attend
school or any common place. They were not even
allowed to fetch or drink water from a common
well or pond $ven today, in some corners of India
this is practiced%When the Dalits lived a life of
darkness, they were not even allowed to be given a
good name or to have their own house. They were

allowed to live near the banks of the rivers and
ponds. They were literally worse o' than animals.

As their condition was in such a deplorable
situation, they cried unto the living God for their
redemption. The Lord God answered their prayers
by means of sending missionaries with the gospel.
The missionaries established churches and shared
the gospel for the Untouchables &a new dawn was
raised.

In 1913, the founder of Bible Faith Mission, Rev.
Dr. Vethanthachari came to South Travancore
where untouchability was practiced very severely.
Ladies were not allowed to wear upper garments.
It is during this time, along with the churches, the
founder of the Mission started schools. The poor
and neglected Dalits were given hope of manhood
and eternity. Mass conversion took place. The
church grew marvellously. Most of our parents
received primary level education from the schools.
Slowly these people started a life of hope in Christ.
Unfortunately, the founder died in 1937. After his
death the Mission had a disintegration due to the
lack of leadership and after Independence of India
in 1947, the Government of India decided to stop
the little benefit of free education, free housing
and few employment opportunities to the Dalits
who had become Christians. The high caste
Christian churches deceived the Dalit Christians
by taking away the schools and most of the church
properties.

We praise God for His providential grace. The
Lord God called Rt Rev. Dr. Moses Swamidas, the
bishop of our Mission in 1974. Though he was
born with many congenital health problems, he was
able to finish his theological studies and started to
rebuild the ruined Bible Faith Mission. Now our
Mission has nearly 200 churches in three states of
India and many other philanthropic activities
among the children, youth and the women. He
believes next to God for the development of the
Dalits education is the priority. So the Mission
has started a CBSE school at the BFM campus
with the help of churches like the Peoples Church
of Toronto, Canada. More than half of the
students are from the Dalit background. We hope

for a better tomorrow
continued on page 7
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through education. A total of
500 children attend this school
and ten school bussed pick up
the students. Now 17 of our
young children are in
engineering courses and 30 are
in nursing courses. God willing,
within 10 years, our community
will have a great impact through
the quality of education of our
school. We believe that there
will be doctors, engineers and
other professionals and
Christian leaders in our
churches within a short period
of time, if the Lord tarries.

We praise God for the sacrificial
role#play of the Bishop and for
his life. We thank the Lord for
our supporting and praying
people especially the Peoples
Church in Toronto, Canada.
The BFM believes that the
gospel of Christ is the gospel of
transformation. This
transformation that we attain
through our churches and
school will be taken into the

di' erent parts of India within a
short period of time, as a people

of God’s mission go into the
world and preach the gospel to
all creatures.

Vineland Mennonite Home.
Before moving to Vineland she
resided at the White Street
Apartments, in St. Catharines
for a number of years.

Mrs. Langeraap was
born 1915 in Friesland,
which is a province of
the Netherlands. The
actual place was di( cult
to pronounce she said.

Mr. and Mrs.
Langeraap were married
in 1940 and moved to
Germany to farm. They
were there until after the
Second World War and
returned to the
Netherlands in 1945. In
1948 they decided to
immigrate to Canada and
arrived in Chatham
where they stayed for
three months. She
explained that friends or
family members
sponsored most immigrants.
Mr. and Mrs. Langeraap
sponsored over 150 families who
emigrated from the Netherlands
and started them on the right
foot after their arrival in

Canada.

The Langeraap’s decided to
move on and came to Dunnville
where they purchased a farm
and stayed there for 23 years.
The late Rev. Zegerius was their
pastor. They were members of
the Marantha Reformed Church
in Wainfleet. Mrs. Langeraap
proudly indicated that the

church was originated in their
home.

From Dunnville it was o' to
Welland for the Langeraap’s
where they purchased the
Rosewell Motel. The motel was
sold after a few years of

operation. The price was right
she explained.

Mr. Langeraap passed away
in 1981. Mrs. Langeraap has
three children, two daughters
Ge and Rika and one son
Simon, 1o grandchildren and 24
great#grandchildren.

Greta explained that she
used to knit baby blankets for
the less fortunate but her
arthritis and deteriorating
eyesight hinders her. From
having been such an active lady,
this is quite a change for her to
adapt to a change of lifestyle at
an older age. Greta still takes

her rollator down the hall to
dinner. She says that she is
thankful to the Lord that He
gave her 93 years.

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OUR INTERVIEWS FOR THIS ISSUE OF
the In Touch come from the heart of Vineland
where Mr. and Mrs. Jake and Trudy Labrie are
residing.

Jake was born in 1921 in Vianen, The
Netherlands. Jake had eight
brothers and three sisters.
He has one surviving
brother, Koos, who is a ripe
age of 94 years and resides
at Albright Manor in
Beamsville.

From 1935%949 Jake
worked in the flower
industry. He immigrated to
Canada in 1949 and landed a
job at Schenk Farms, close
to Seventh Street, for one
year.

He told us that there
was a streetcar running from
Port Dalhousie to the
Collegiate downtown St.
Catharines where he went to
school to learn the English
language. Interesting enough at that time they
needed to cross the Q.E.W. on foot in order to get
to the designated area to be picked up. This was
against the law and when stopped by a police
o( cer, it took some explaining that this was the
only transportation they had. The o( cer let him
o' the hook. Jake said it helped that I told him
that I was attending school § should remember
that line% Times have changed.

In 1950 Jake was hired by G.M. and worked
there until 1985. Jake has been retired for over 25
years.

He explained that they were one of the first
members of First Reformed Church. Jake served
on consistory for many years; one term as a deacon
and six terms as an elder. Some memories were
shared, some concerns were mentioned, what the
church was and is, globally.

Jake also shared that many of their friends he
grew up with and served with have passed away.
They are thankful to the Lord that he and Trudy
are still together. Jake is not as mobile as he used
to be. For many years he has been struggling with
deteriorating knees, but
otherwise seems to be as
strong as a bear. Jake loves
the Psalms. He shared that
they really spoke to him.

Trudy $hee Anker%was born
in Boskoop, the Netherlands
on October 9, 1927. She
immigrated to Canada with
her family in 1950. The
Anker family worked at
Prudhomme Farms.

Trudy and Jake met each
other through a friend $lind
date% They decided to get
married on April 12, 1952.

and Jim as well as five
grandchildren. Trudy is the sister of Kryna van

The last few years Trudy went through a lot of
agony with back and hip pain as well as high blood
pressure and many other problems. She recently
had a fall in which cracked her tailbone. Through
this all, she continues to be strong in her faith in
the Lord.

Trudy is still active one day a week as she
volunteers with the serving of soup and buns as a
fundraiser for the Mennonite home. She also knits
prayer shawls for here and overseas.

How did you get the job you are doing now?
"In the last semester of school, I used the school’s
website that posted local companies that were
looking for graduates." I had a couple of
interviews with several companies.” The last one
was with DSEL, David Schae' er Engineering
Ltd.%They o' ered me a job almost immediately,
and I started work right after school.”" I had my
last exam on a Friday, and started work on the
Monday:"

How do you like it? “Great! Almost exactly
what I went to school for, but I still learned more
in the first two months at work than two years at
school, but the learning curve wasn't too bad."
